Note: requests to play up or down one division must be received in writing by September 13th and may or may not be approved. Late requests will not be considered. Please fill out the appropriate form, available during registration.

Please register on time, late registrants cost us a lot of volunteer and office hours and cause complications throughout the league. Late registrants also risk being put on a wait-list. Please register in person as a waiver needs to be signed and payment in full is required. First come first serve applies, divisions may fill during regular registration time.

 EQUIPMENT:
Remember that shin guards covered by socks are mandatory in all age groups, as well as the team shirt and shorts.  Referees have been instructed to send off unprepared players. Since its inception, WMS has given priority to keeping the cost of participation as low as possible.  However, the cost of replacing unreturned equipment has remained high. Referee costs and insurance have also gone up.  Please keep an eye on the balls. Coaches, please return equipment at season’s end.  Thank you for your co-operation.

TEAM FORMATION
1) Players will be formed into teams by a draft process by the volunteer coordinator and the volunteer coaches, assisted by a Board Member.  Special requests regarding a preference of coaches or teammates will be considered only as the draft can accommodate them with priority given to players living in the same household (siblings/stepsiblings).
2)   No player will be allowed to change divisions after teams are drafted.

3) ALL changes or late additions to teams must be handled by the Division Coordinator, AFTER registration at the office, subject to approval of Whitehorse Minor Soccer.
